Basically follow all the

normal rules, but add a

space and "towvnks" at

the end

It does after the Person Marker

Where does it go? [Action Verbs]

It goes at the end of the verb, after ē

or 'vk' depending on the situation

Where does it go? [Stative Verbs]



When using the negative in the past tense,
it is very similar with just a bit of a change...

The negative will go in the same

place BUT the final 'o' in (e)ko will

often drop

These rules will generally carry over for Past 2 - 5

From several years ago
to a long time ago

Past 4 isn't commonly
used anymore, so...

This means if it is or feels

like it was quite a bit ago,

you will probably be

using this form.

This makes it versatile

Things to note about Past 3

That means Past 3 is pulling twice the work

now. Where things that were a LONG time

ago (say your childhood) may have originally

used Past 4, Past 3 is more commonly used

instead.

Though Past 2 is still arguably one of

the most common past tenses, Past

3 is an extremely useful tense to

know.

For ACTION VERBS you can  use the two auxiliary
forms: 'Tos' Auxiliary and 'Ometv Conjugated' Auxiliary

In these cases, the 'ometv' at the end takes the
form of the Past 3 ending
